Path met the criteria for additional funding and we are pleased to announce two
immediate initiatives.

The first is to place child and youth mental health workers in schools. New Path, as
lead agency and in partnership with Kinark, has received an allocation of 3.0 full
time staff to enhance the already successful Community Partners with Schools
(COMPASS) program that has been in place for five years. These additional staff
will benefit students dealing with various mental health challenges as well as
giving educators, and other professionals, tools and training to identify mental
health issues early on.

The second immediate initiative is to provide more services, such as short -term
therapy, to help more kids and families to get service sooner and to reduce wait

lists times. New Path has been allocated 4.5 full time clinical staff to add to service
locations throughout Simcoe County.

The addition of 7.5 full time child and youth mental health professionals for New
Path represents a significant increase in the number of kids and families in Simcoe
County that will receive the help they need, and receive it sooner.
